Purpose: 
The Smith Family’s Passport to Success program prepares students for the important move to High School by providing them with the opportunity to increase their skills, knowledge and attitude to successfully manage the transition to this new learning environment. 
Over six one-hour sessions students will learn skills that will assist with the increased high school workload, including time management, planning, goal setting, motivation to engage with learning and increase their knowledge about what to expect in high school. Students will also have the opportunity to raise their concerns and hear directly from a secondary student about their high school experience.
The program is delivered in school time during the transition period at the end of primary school by trained facilitators. To support the transfer of student outcomes to the home, program material is sent home to parents.
